APPLICATION FOR JUVENILE PRODUCTS IN THE EU

BACKGROUND

Persistent organic pollutants (POP) are toxic chemicals that adversely affect human health and the environment around the world.
Because they can be transported by wind and water, most POP generated in one country can and do affect people and wildlife far
from where they are used and released. They persist for long periods of time in the environment and can accumulate and pass from
one species to another through the food chain.

To address the continuous release of POP into the environment, the European Community ratified the Protocol in April 2004 and the
Stockholm Convention in November 2004. These agreements were transposed into Union law by Regulation (EU) 2019/1021 on
persistent organic pollutants (recast) — POP Recast Regulation.
